COMPLIANCE

Policy Updated 9/2009

These departmental policies are applicable to all official paid visits for all sports at Montana State University —
Bozeman (MSU) and are in accordance with NCAA Bylaw 13.6.1.

All NCAA, Big Sky, and MSU rules and regulations are applicable to all official visits and shall be followed at all
times. The following is a summary and should serve as a guideline for coaches, student-athletes, prospective
student-athletes, staff and all other individuals involved in official visits.

APPROVAL PROCESS
A Prospective Student-Athlete (PSA) who is invited to MSU for an official visit, must meet the following
requirements:

v Prior to the visit, must present MSU with a score from a PSAT, SAT, PLAN, or ACT test taken on a
national testing date under national testing conditions (in limited circumstances, a state administered test
may be acceptable).

Prior to the visit, must present MSU with a high school (or college) academic transcript.

Prior to the visit, must register with the Initial Eligibility Clearinghouse and MSU must place the PSA on

the Institutional Request List.

v" May not visit during a Dead Period. For women'’s basketball, PSAs may not make an official visit during
the July evaluation period.

v" May not make more than one official visit to MSU and may not make more than 5 official visits to DI or

DII institutions.

Furthermore, coaches must seek approval for all official visits prior to the visit date. It is recommended that
approval be received before arranging transportation or lodging for the visit. The MSU Oakberg Form must be
signed by the Faculty Athletic Representative, Admissions Liaison, and Compliance Officer for approval to be final.
These individuals will provide a preliminary academic review of the prospect. The Compliance Officer will make
sure the above criteria are met.

Once the PSA arrives on-campus, the coach shall review with the PSA the Official Paid Visit Prospect
Responsibility Statement outlining behavioral expectations and responsibilities of the PSA. The PSA must agree to
these expectations and sign the document to confirm understanding and adherence to these guidelines while on his
or her official visit.

FIRST OPPORTUNITY TO VIIST
High School PSAs may be provided official visits no earlier than the first day of classes of the PSA’s senior year in
High School.

Junior College Transfer PSAs, who are nonqualifiers as determined by the NCAA Clearinghouse, may not be
provided an official visit until he or she has completed one academic year at a two-year college.

Four-year transfers may be provided an official visit only after MSU has received permission from the previous
institution to contact the PSA (see NCAA Bylaw 13.6.2.6.2).

TIME LIMITATIONS
Official visits may not exceed 48 hours. In most cases, the official visit will begin when the PSA arrives on-campus
or any entertainment is provided to the PSA prior to arriving on-campus.

All PSAs on official visits must depart the campus within 48 hours of the start of the official visit. A PSA may

remain in the Bozeman area past the 48 hour limit, but MSU may not pay for any additional expenses including
return transportation for the PSA.
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
