Recipients shall be selected on the basis of:

· Is a woman who has completed 2 years of college

· Is pursuing a bachelor’s degree in elementary education, or a master’s degree in elementary education (not in administration)

· Current scholastic achievement, community involvement and personal and professional achievements and goals.    
· Emphasis should be placed on the applicants’ interaction and rapport with children and she should be planning to work directly with students rather than an administrative position. 
The size of the scholarship/s will be determined by the amount of interest generated by the fund within the P.E.O. Foundation and can vary from year to year.   Therefore, the exact amount of this year’s award is not known at this time.  The amount varies between $2500-5000. A Montana P.E.O. chapter must recommend each applicant. You will be contacted for an interview with the committee.
