For those of you launching into the socio-economic vulnerability scale

and the variables included in the various datasets - -   The most recent

version of the paper (which I'll be submitting in the next couple of

days uses the following formula for socio-economic vulnerability):

Evulnew= ec1 + ec3 + ec5 + .5*ec11 + .33*ec12 + .5*ec13 + .5*ec14 +

.5*ec15 + .5*ec16 + .5*ec17 + ec18 + ec19 + ec20 + ec23 + .33*ec27 +

.33*ec28 + ec29 + ec30.

Please use this formula for generating the "continuous" vulnerability

scale number and replace the "old" evulnew and evulcat variables in your

dataset.  The previous computer run differed slightly - ec16 and ec17

were not weighted by 0.5. If you would like a new dataset with this

number generated for you, let me (George) know, but please don't use the

"old" evulnew and evulcat numbers in your dataset.

For you information, the evulcat number is just a categorical variable

where the following recoding scheme is used:

if evulnew le 1 then evulcat=1;

else if evulnew gt 1 and evulnew le 2 then evulcat=2;

else if evulnew gt 2 and evulnew le 3 then evulcat=3;

else if evulnew gt 3 and evulnew le 4 then evulcat=4;

else if evulnew gt 4 and evulnew le 5 then evulcat=5;

else if evulnew gt 5 and evulnew le 6 then evulcat=6;

else if evulnew gt 6 and evulnew le 7 then evulcat=7;

else if evulnew gt 7 and evulnew le 8 then evulcat=8;

else if evulnew gt 8 and evulnew le 9 then evulcat=9;

else if evulnew gt 9 and evulnew le 10 then evulcat=10;

else if evulnew gt 10 and evulnew le 11 then evulcat=11;

else if evulnew gt 11 then evulcat=12;
