As the invited guest speaker in the city of La Garde, I gave a 30 minute talk about immigration in France and in Italy and on my book Mais Pourquoi ne retournent-ils pas chez eux? My talk was followed by a screening of the award winning film Tornando a casa, a story about illegal immigrants working in Naples, Italy. Following the screening, I lead an hour-long Q&A period with the audience of about 150 people (November 6, 2005).

As an invited guest speaker in Aix-en-Provence, my talk took place in the bookstore Librairie Harmonia Mundi and was set up as a dialogue between me and a literary critic. For about 45 minutes the literary critic asked me pointed questions on my book and various matters related to contemporary immigration issues. Our dialogue littéraire was followed by a 30-minutes Q&A with an audience of about 40 people. The same evening, I was asked to attend the screening of the award winning film Une fois que tu es né, a story about political refugees in Italy. Following the screening, I co-lead an hour-long Q&A period with the audience of about 150 people (November 7, 2005).
