Don’t Just Sit There

Students in our college are actively involved in hands-on learning,
even as early as their freshman year. Education students learn
about rockets, build their own using only paper and tape, and
then launch them outside to see how far they can fly.

Last year, students also helped build a Bronze Age forge and ex-
perimented with making Bronze Age tools. Both activities trans-
late into lessons that can be used in elementary or secondary
classrooms. Health and human development students literally get
their hands dirty when they work in MSU’s Towne’s Harvest Gar-
den, a two-acre farm which provides fresh produce to sharehold-
ers and the local food bank. Other students conduct human per-
formance testing on a variety of issues, from testing fitness levels
of the MSU ski team to studying energy expenditure of ski patrol-
lers in powder conditions.

Students in both departments immerse themselves in their future
professions with internships in nutrition, pre-physical therapy, and
community health. Education students spend hundreds of hours in
school classrooms as practicum students, and finally, as teacher
candidates in student teaching.

At Montana State University, we believe the best way to learn is
to get involved. We have seven clubs and organizations in both
departments for students to become actively involved in and gain
valuable community experience. Last holiday season, our family
and consumer science education students sewed and sent 400
stockings to Operation Give to be stuffed with items for our troops
in Iraq and Afghanistan.
