Presentation Grading Criteria

Note, the presentation must be in PowerPoint (-3 points if not). Also, the presentation must last between 10-12 minutes. Points will be deducted for short presentations.
1) Overview:

The presentation clearly identifies what was examined in the experiment. The importance of examining this topic is discussed. The independent variables are specified, as is the way my which they are manipulated. The primary dependent measure is specified, as is the predictor variable (i.e., the 2 variables for which a correlation will be tested. Group members indicate how the data was collected.  

The group specifies the predict interaction of the independent variables in their experiment. They offer a reason for this prediction.

The group specifies that or how the predictor variable was predicted to relate to the primary dependent measure. They offer a reason for this prediction.

2) Results of ANOVA:

The group reports the F-value and p-value for their predicted interaction and correctly specify whether it significant? The group should indicate whether this interaction is consistent with their predictions. 

The group should present a bar graph of the means of their four groups so that the audience can see the nature of the interaction, or its lack. They should discuss their graph in reference to their hypothesis.

3) Results of Correlation:

The group reminds the audience of their hypothesis regarding the predictor variable and the main dependent measure. The group reports the correlation and associated p-value, and whether this result is consistent with their prediction. The group should also mention what percent of the variability in their main dependent variable is accounted for by the predictor variable.

4) Results of Regression:
The group should report their regression line predicting their main dependent variable with their predictor variable. They should indicate what this means. That is, say that for every one increase in their predictor variable, there is a ​​​___ increase/decrease in their main dependent variable.
