General Agreement 

Between the American College of Norway and
Montana State University
The American College of Norway and Montana State University, hereby enter into an agreement in order to cooperate in a broad range of educational activities for the mutual benefit of our students, faculty, staff, institutions, states, and nations.  This agreement is dedicated to deepening the long-standing cooperation and goodwill between the people of Norway and the United States of America. In furtherance of these goals, the following activities are authorized:

·  Student Exchanges: Programs shall be developed enabling students from each institution to study at the other.  Such programs shall be designed so as to allow for participating students to obtain full academic credit for studies undertaken during the exchange. 

· Faculty Exchanges: Opportunities shall be created for faculty to be in residence at the partner institution for the purposes of lecturing, conducting research, and otherwise developing their academic skills. 

In each of these areas and in any other area where the two institutions wish to cooperate, detailed arrangements will be articulated in separate memoranda of understanding.  
It is agreed that the activities undertaken under this agreement will be reviewed and evaluated on an annual basis. 

This agreement will be valid for the five year period from the date of final signing below and can be extended for additional five year periods by mutual agreement.  Either party may terminate this agreement by providing notice on or before October 1 to be effective at the end of spring term of the following year.
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
