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Bed Bugs are a growing problem in many schools, hotels, and residences across the nation. A 2012
survey of pest management professionals conducted by the National Pest Management Association
(NPMA) found that bed bug reports are more common in public places than in previous years. Bed
Bugs seem to prefer high traffic areas, including hotels and schools. Before taking your vacation this
summer see the pro-active Bed Bug advice for travelers at “prevention tips for travelers’, or the MSU
Extension ‘“MontGuide’ for comprehensive information regarding Bed Bugs.
