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» The Brownfields program is a redevelopment program, using a
cooperative agreement with EPA, to take old run-down
buildings, land or property that could possibly be
contaminated and revitalize the property for future
use. GFDA’s Brownfields Program has two main components:
The Brownfields Assessment Program, which identifies and
assesses potential brownfield sites, and the Brownfields
Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) which provides low-interest loans
and grants for site cleanup and redevelopment. The 2023-
2027 Cooperative Agreement is a $500,000 grant for

Phase I- A Brownfields Phase | Environmental Site assessment (ESA) investigates the
historical use, reviews regulatory records, and determines the likelihood of a site being
contaminated. Itincludes a review of records, visual inspection of the site, and interviews
with owners, neighbors, and past workers.

Phase lI- Further investigation that assesses whether contamination is definitely present.
It includes identifying chemicals of concern, sampling and testing soil, groundwater, and
other media, further investigation of areas of concern, and development of cleanup plans.
