Convenient, on-campus housing is available with a choice of 10 residence halls for
undergraduate students which provide students with a healthy environment as they
navigate through their academic career.

The annual International Street Food Bazaar, International Children’s Festival and International
Education Week are exciting events produced by OIP for the campus and community.

MSU students have the opportunity to choose from 250 different study abroad options in 52 countries.
The variety of study abroad programs includes semester or year-long direct exchange opportunities at
international partner universities, as well as programs during the summer months. In addition to the
direct exchanges, programs are offered through both the College Consortium of International Studies
(CCIS) and International Student Exchange Programs (ISEP), giving students even more opportunities
to study abroad.
